Dear friends of ex libris

The terrible war in Ukraine has unfortunately also led to tensions within the world of ex-libris. The
question: should artists from Russia and Belarus be excluded from international competitions? We
know that well-known artists from these countries at world level (e.g. Anna Netrebko), who have
close relations with Putin, are excluded from many arrangements.

But why should artists who are either openly or at least personally against Putin's war be punished?
This is the situation Hasip Pektas is experiencing with the 5th Turkish Competition.

Just as I have long sketched Putin as the successor of Hitler and Stalin in the FISAE Newsletter, no
one can doubt my sympathy for Ukraine. Nevertheless, even before the attack on Ukraine, I accepted
the invitation to be a member of the jury for the competition "300 Years of Ekaterinburg". War means
a lot of misery, but art will always survive. History shows that.

As it is now possible for me to use Ukrainian, the FISAE newsletters will also include this language
in the future.

Liebe Exlibrisfreunde

Der schreckliche Krieg in der Ukraine hat leider auch zu Spannungen innerhalb der Welt des Exlibris
gefiihrt. Die Frage: sollen Kiinstler aus Russland und Belarus von internationalen Wettbewerben aus-
geschlossen werden? Wir wissen, dass bekannte Kiinstler dieser Lander auf Weltniveau (z.B. Anna
Netrebko), die Nahe Beziehungen zu Putin haben, von vielen Arrangements ausgeschlossen sind.
Aber warum sollen Kiinstler, die entweder ganz offen oder jedenfalls personlich gegen Putins Krieg
sind, bestraft werden? So eine Situation erlebt Hasip Pektas mit dem 5. tiirkischen Wettbewerb.

So wie ich im FISAE Newsletter lange Zeit Putin als Nachfolger von Hitler und Stalin skizziert habe,
kann wohl niemand an meiner Sympatie fiir die Ukraine zweifeln. Trotzdem folge ich der mir, bereits
vor dem Angriff auf die Ukraine. angeboteren Einladung, Mitglied der Jury fiir den Wettbewerb ,,300
Jahre Ekaterinburg® zu sein. Krieg bedeutet viel Elend, aber die Kunst wird immer iiberleben. Das
zeigt die Geschichte.

Da es mir jetzt moglich ist, Ukrainisch zu verwenden, werden die FISAE Newsletter in Zukunft auch
diese Sprache enthalten.

Chers amis de 1'ex-libris

La terrible guerre en Ukraine a malheureusement provoqué des tensions au sein du monde de I'ex-
libris. La question est de savoir si les artistes de Russie et de Biélorussie doivent étre exclus des
concours internationaux. Nous savons que des artistes connus de ces pays au niveau mondial (p. ex.
Anna Netrebko), qui ont des relations étroites avec Poutine, sont exclus de nombreux arrangements.
Mais pourquoi les artistes qui sont ouvertement ou personnellement opposés a la guerre de Poutine
devraient-ils étre pénalisés ? Hasip Pektas vit une telle situation avec le 5e concours turc.

De la méme manicre que j'ai longtemps dépeint Poutine comme le successeur d'Hitler et de Staline
dans la newsletter de FISAE, personne ne peut douter de ma sympathie pour 1'Ukraine. Néanmoins,
j'accepte l'invitation qui m'a été faite, avant méme l'attaque contre 1'Ukraine, de faire partie du jury



du concours "300 ans d'Ekaterinbourg". La guerre signifie beaucoup de misere, mais l'art survivra
toujours. C'est ce que montre l'histoire.

Istinye University, Selcuk Ecza Deposu and Istanbul Ex-libris Society organized an international ex-libris
competition open to artists and designers from all countries in order to bring together and evaluate original
ex-libris works with high aesthetic and technical quality, to encourage artists and to introduce the art of ex-
libris to the public.
