Endre Vadasz wurde am 28. Februar 1901 in Szeged geboren und nahm sich am 3. Juni 1944 das
Leben, einen Tag bevor seine Frau in ein Todeslager liberfiihrt werden sollte. Er absolvierte das
Real-Gymnasium in Szeged und studierte 1918-1919 an der Freien Hochschule fiir Bildende
Kunst ebenfalls in Szeged sowie spéter an der Akademie fiir Bildenden Kunst. Schon als Kind
zeigte er grofes Interesse fiir Kunst und bereits mit 17 Jahren hatte er ein Zeichentrickalbum
geschaffen. Durch die chaotischen Verhiltnisse der damaligen Zeit war es wichtig, zunéchst einen
’richtigen” Beruf zu erlernen und Endre Vadasz erhielt ab 1921 in Budapest eine Ausbildung als
Fotograf mit Magisterabschluss.

Im Sommer 1926/27 leitete er das College-Camp in Mohacs und wurde durch die Donauland-
schaft beeinflusst. Hier lernte er Gyorgyi Valentin kennen, die er 1928 heiratete. Sie zogen nach
Debrecen, der zweitgroften Stadt Ungarns, wo er als Kunsterzieher am jiidischen Gymnasium
bis 1933 wirkte. Sein Erfolge, nicht zuletzt auch im Ausland, bewirkten, dass er seit 1933 als
freischaffender Kiinstler lebte.

Ebenso nahm er seit 1933 an zahlreichen Ausstellungen teil, von den Biennalen in Venedig iiber
Gruppenausstellungen in Europa und den USA, von Oslo oder London bis Chicago oder Cleve-
land. Es folgten Studienreisen nach Italien und Paris, wo er auf japanische Holzschnitte traf, die
ihn sehr beeinflussten. 1920 erhielt den ersten Preis auf der Weltausstellung in Barcelona.

1936 erfolgte der Umzug nach Budapest, wo er an vielen Ausstellungen teilnahm und zahlreiche
Preise erhielt und wo seine Radierungen, Holz- und Linolschnitte eine wichtige Rolle spielten.
Als der Zweite Weltkrieg ndher riickte, konnte man in seinen Werken auch seine Angst verspiiren
und als am am 3. Juni 1944 erfuhr, dass seine Frau am nichsten Tag ins Budapester Ghetto musste
beging er im Zwangsarbeitslager Godol16 Selbstmord.

Johann-Peter Haas schreibt in seinem 23 Seiten langen Artikel (der umfangreichste des Jahr-
buches) u.a.:

”Das erste, was einem ins Auge springt, wenn man sich mit Vadasz’ Werk beschéftigt, ist seine
ungeheure Produktivitit. Moglicherweise gehort Vadasz zu jener Gruppe auPergewohnlich
begabter Kiinstler, die irgendwie unbewusst ahnen, dass ihnen kein langes Leben beschert sein

Trotz seines frithen Todes
gehort Vadasz, zusammen med Jozef Menyhart (1901-1976), Antal Fery (1908-1993), Ferenc
Bordas (1911-1982), zu den kreativsten und bekanntesten ungarischen Exlibriskiinstlern des vo-

Endre Vadéasz was born in Szeged on 28 February 1901 and took his own life on 3 June 1944, one
day before his wife was to be transferred to a death camp. He graduated from the Real-
Gymnasium in Szeged and studied at the Free College of Fine Arts in 1918-1919, also in Szeged,
and later at the Academy of Fine Arts. Even as a child he showed great interest in art and by the
age of 17 he had already created a cartoon album. Due to the chaotic circumstances of the time,
it was important to first learn a "real" profession and Endre Vadasz trained as a photographer in
Budapest from 1921, graduating with a master's degree.

In the summer of 1926/27, he ran the college camp in Mohécs and was influenced by the Danube
landscape. Here he met Gyorgyi Valentin, whom he married in 1928. They moved to Debrecen,
the second largest city in Hungary, where he worked as an art t eacher at the Jewish grammar

school until 1933. His success, not least abroad, meant that he lived as a freelance artist from
1933.

He also took part in numerous exhibitions from 1933 onwards, from the Venice Biennale to group
exhibitions in Europe and the USA, from Oslo or London to Chicago or Cleve-land. This was
followed by study trips to Italy and Paris, where he encountered Japanese woodcuts, which
greatly influenced him. In 1920 he won first prize at the World Exhibition in Barcelona.

In 1936, he moved to Budapest, where he took part in many exhibitions and received numerous
prizes and where his etchings, woodcuts and linocuts played an important role. As the Second
World War approached, one could also sense his fear in his works and when he learned on 3 June



1944 that his wife would be sent to the Budapest ghetto the next day, he committed suicide in the
G06dolld forced labour camp.

Johann-Peter Haas writes in his 23-page article (the most extensive in the yearbook), among other
things:

"The first thing that jumps out at you when you look at Vadasz's work is his immense
productivity. It is possible that Vadasz belongs to that group of exceptionally talented artists who
somehow unconsciously suspected that they would notbe granted a long life. As previous

catalogues raisonnés and catalogues attest, he was an exceptionally fast and incessantly working
artist. The number of his oil paintings is estimated at 300 to 400; his small prints, which also
include around 350 ex-libris and occasional prints, probably number around 400 to 500 sheets.

My own Vadasz collection alone, including all the proofs and variants, now exceeds 800. Despite
his early death, Vadasz, together with Jozef Menyhart (1901-1976), Antal Fery (1908-1993) and
Ferenc Bordas (1911-1982), is one of the most creative and best-known Hungarian ex-libris artists
of the last century. "

En 1936, il s'installe a Budapest, ou il participe a de nombreuses expositions et obtient de
nombreux prix et ol ses gravures, bois et linogravures jouent un réle important. A l'approche de
la Seconde Guerre mondiale, on pouvait également ressentir son angoisse dans ses ceuvres et
lorsque, le 3 juin 1944, il apprit que sa femme devait partir le lendemain pour le ghetto de
Budapest, il se suicida dans le camp de travail forcé de Godollo.

Johann-Peter Haas écrit notamment dans son article de 23 pages (le plus long de I'annuaire) :

Vadasz Endre 1901. februar 28-an sziiletett Szegeden, és 1944. junius 3-an vetett véget ¢letének,
egy nappal azel6tt, hogy feleségét halaltdborba szallitottak volna. A szegedi redlgimnaziumban
érettségizett, majd 1918-1919-ben a szintén szegedi Képzdmiivészeti Szabadiskolaban, késdbb a
Képzémiuvészeti Foiskolan tanult. Mar gyermekkoraban nagy érdeklddést mutatott a miivészet
irant, és 17 éves koraban mar rajzfilmalbumot készitett. A kor ziirzavaros koriilményei miatt
fontos volt, hogy elébb egy "igazi" szakmat tanuljon, Vaddsz Endre 1921-t61 Budapesten
fényképésznek képezte magat, és mesterdiplomat szerzett.

1926/27 nyaran Mohacson vezette a fdiskolai tdbort, és a dunai t4j hatdsa ala keriilt. Itt
ismerkedett meg Valentin Gyorgyivel, akit 1928-ban feleségiil vett. Magyarorszag masodik
legnagyobb varosaba, Debrecenbe koltoztek, ahol 1933-ig a zsido6 gimnaziumban
miivésztanarként dolgozott. Nem utolsdsorban kiilfoldi sikerei miatt 1933-t61 szabadfoglalkozast
miivészként ¢€lt.

Emellett 1933-t61 szamos kiallitdson vett részt, a Velencei Biennalétdl kezdve az eurdpai és
amerikai csoportos kiallitasokig, Oslotol vagy Londontdl Chicagoig vagy Cleve-landig. Ezt
olaszorszagi és parizsi tanulmanyutak kovették, ahol taldlkozott a japan fametszetekkel, amelyek
nagy hatéssal voltak ra. 1920-ban a barcelonai vilagkiallitdson els6 dijat nyert.

1936-ban Budapestre koltdzott, ahol szamos kiallitason vett részt és szamos dijat kapott, €s ahol
fontos szerepet jatszottak metszetei, fametszetei €s linometszetei. A masodik vilaghdboru
kozeledtével miivein is érezni lehetett félelmét, és amikor 1944. junius 3-an megtudta, hogy
feleségét masnap a budapesti gettoba kiildik, ongyilkos lett a godoll61 kényszermunkataborban.

"Az els6 dolog, ami Vadasz munkdassagara pillantva szembetiinik, az a hatalmas termelékenysége.
Lehetséges, hogy Vadasz azon kivételesen tehetséges miivészek kozé tartozik, akik valahogy
ontudatlanul is sejtették, hogy nem lesz nekik hosszu ¢€let adatott.

I.—This Society shall be called “ The Ex Libris Society,” and shall consist of a
President, Vice-Presidents, Honorary Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, a Secretary,
Ordinary Members, and Homorary Members; and the number of Members
(exclusive of Honorary Members) shall be limited to 500.

11.—The objects of the Society shall be the furtherance of the interests and studies of
Collectors of Ex Libris.

IIL.—The affairs of the Society shall be managed by a Council, which shall consist of the
President, Vice-Presidents, Trmurer. Secretary, and 14 elected Members. Five
Members present shall form a quomm Four clected Members shall retire by
rotation each year, but shall be eligible for re-election at the Annual Meeting,
Written notice of the narie and address of any person intended to be proposed
as & Member of the Council, signed by his proposer and seconder, shall be given
to the Secretary at least 14 days before the Annual Meeting, unless such person
shall be proposed by the Council.

IV.—Candidates for Membership of the Socicty shall be proposed by a Member, seconded
by another Member, and elected at a Meeting of the Council by a two-thirds
majority at least of those present.

V.—No known dealer in Book-plates shall become a memberf the Society, except by a
- unanimous vote of those present at & Meeting of the Council.

X11.—The Treasurer shall reccive the Subscriptions and Entrance Fees of the Members,
and shall hold the funds of the Society, and make all payments sanctioned by the
Council, and for these purposes he shall open a Banking Account for the Society,
into which all moneys of the Society shall be paid. Receipts shall be signed by
the Treasurer, who shall also furnish an account of the receipts and expenditure of
the Socicty, to be made up to the end of each year and audited by the Auditors,
which account shall be laid before the Annual Meeting and published in the
Fournal.- The Treasurer shall also farnish a Statement of Account to each Meeting
of ‘the Council, and lay the Bank Pass-Book made up to date upon the table,
together with a list of all Members of the Socicty showing who have and who
have not paid their Subscriptions, in‘order that the Council may at each Meeting
know the financial position of the Society.

XIT1—The Secretary shall as far as possible attend all Meetings of the Society and of the
Council, and. shall send out notices to Members, keep the Minutes of all Meetings

of the Society and of the Council, conduct the Society’s Correspondence, and .

take charge of the publications of the Society, the Ex Libris Album, and other o
Books, Collections, and Archives. In case of his absence from any Meeting, a
Member of Council may act as his substitute.

XIV.—The Editor of the Societys ournal or Transactions shall be appointed by the
* Council for such period and on such terms as may be agreed, and he shall, subject
to the directions of the Couneil, have the general control of the publications of
the Society, and he may be assisted from time to time by Associate-Editors in
various lepartments covered by the work of the Society, who shall in like manner

+be appointed by the Cotncil.

XV.—The Council shall meet as often as business may require at stich tinfes and. places
as it may appoint, or, in default of appointment, as the Chairman and Secretary
may fix, and there shall be at least one Meeting of the Council in every three
months, The Council may fll vacancies occurring among the elected Members
or among the Officers, to hold ofice until the next Annual Meeting, s Ve .
XV1—General Meetings of the Society may be held at such time and place as may be
arranged by the Council fof any pufpose connected with the objects of the Socidty,
cluding that of hearing some paper or papers read upon matters in connectio
with the objects and purposes of the Society. Sach papers may afterwards be M
printed in the Fournal or Transactions of the Society, according to the discretion
of the Counci. - - .
XVIL—An Extraordinary Genera] Meeting may be convencd by order of the Council, or
wpon a requisition signed by twelve Members of the Society, stating the object of
o such Meetinig. Not less"than fourteen’ days' notice of any such Extraordinary
Meeting shall be given. A

VI.—The Annual Subscription shall be Twenty-one Shillings in the case of Members
elected after July 1, 1897, and Ten Shillings and Sixpence for all Members elected
prior to that date. All Subscriptions shall be due on January 1 in each year.
There shall be an Entrance Fee of Ten Shillings and Sixpence. Members shall
receive the Fournal as published, with the Transactions and any other publications
of the Society that may from time to time be issued by the Society.
Any Member of the Society whose Subscription shall be nine months in arrear
shall immediately and without notice cease to be a Member, but without prejudice
1o the claims of the Society for all subscriptions due; nevertheless, upon payment
by the defaulting Member of his arrears of subscriptions up to date, he may, on
his request in writing, be re-admitted ‘s Member of the Society without payment
of another entrance fee. A List of Members and the Rules of the Society
shail be published annually.

VIL—Honorary Members (not more than six in number) may be elected. They shall be
’ proposed by the Council, and elected for life at the Annual Meetings. Such’

Honorary Members shall enjoy all the privileges of Ordinary Members, except’

that of voting at Meetings.

VIIL—The President, Treasurer, and Secretary shall be proposed by the Council and elected
at the Annual Meeting for a term of one year; and the Vice-Presidents and
Honorary Vice-Presidents shall also be proposed by the Council and elected at
the Annual Meeting for a term of three years; and all such officers shall be
eligible for re-election at the expiration of their term of office. The Honorary
Vice-Presidents (who may be Honorary Members) shall be selected from the
members of kindred foreign Societies and from foreign Members of this Society.
Honorary Corresponding Secretaries may also be proposed by the Council and
elected for a term of years (not exceeding three years) at the Annual Meeting, and
shall be eligible for re-clection at the expiration of such term.

—Two Auditors shall be proposcd by and elected from among the Ordinary Members
at the Annual Mueting, and shall be eligible for re-election.

X.—The Council shall annually elect a Chairman at its
Annual Meeting.

t Meefing after the

XL—The Bresident sball, when present, take the chair at all General Meetings of the
Society and Meetings of the Council. In hiscabsence, the Chairman of the
Council or, failing him, some Vice-Presidedit or other Member of the Council
appointed by the meeting shall take the chair. Al questions shall be determined

“ by a show of hands, unless in the case of a general meeting a Ballot be demanded
by not less than onc-fourth of the members present. The Chairman, both at
General Meetings and Council Meetings, shall in addition to his own vote have
a casting vote when the numbers are equal, and in case of a Ballot the Chairman
shall fix the time and place when the same shall be taken.

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. XVIL—The Annual Meeting shall be held in May or June cach year, at such time and,

‘ place as the Council may direct, due notice being given to all the Members by the
. Sectetary or by advertisement or notice in the Yournal.

XIX.—No alteration of these Rules shall ‘be made except at'an Auvnual Mecting, or at

. an Extraordinary General Meeting duly convened in accordance with Rule XVIL;

d and notice of all proposed alterations shall be given to the Semury at least
twenty-one days before the date of such Mestings.
