he third international ex-libris competition, organized by the Ex-libris and

Miniature Book Museum of the International Union of Book Lovers and
International Arts Center “Glavnyi Prospect” and held in 2025, was dedicated to the
130th anniversary of the great Russian poet Sergey Yesenin.
To be candid, the organizers of the competition had serious doubts whether this
theme would attract entries: Yesenin is a purely Russian poet, original and unique.
The attitude toward his work was not alw ays unambiguous, even in Russia. Would
foreign artists respond? And if so, how would they be able to convey Yesenin’s
spirit, his unique poetic images? There were doubts even with regard to Russian
artists: would we not end up with portrait ex-libris, which is the most difficult to
execute?
However, our fears were misplaced! The international bookplate competition “Sergey
Esenin as a representative of the poetry of the Silver Age” attracted 152 artists
from 29 regions of Russia and 7 other countries, among them: Argentina, Belarus,
Italy, Kazakhstan, China, Turkey, and the United Arab Emirates — in total 48 foreign
graphic artists. On the Yesenin theme, 243 works from 147 artists were received.
The international jury reviewed about 300 works, executed in all traditional graphic
techniques, and determined the winners, prize-winners, and laureates. In the category
dedicated to the 130th anniversary of the birth of Yesenin, first place was awarded
to Irina Kozub (Saint-Petersburg, Russia), second place — Valerio Mazzetti (ltaly),
third place - Irina Yegorova-Nerly (Moscow, Russia). Special prizes of the organizers
were given to: Xisheng Liu (China), Mikhail Verkholantsev (Moscow, Russia),
Nikolai Karasev (Tula, Russia), Yuri Molibozhenko (Novorossiisk, Russia), Vladimir
Chernyshov (Moscow, Russia). Thirteen artists from four countries were named
laureates.
The catalogue of the competition presents 142 works by 122 artists from all
participating countries. It includes worthy ex-libris on the Yesenin theme over the
past two years (2023-2025), previously not published anywhere and not entered in
other competitions.

n 2025 the third international ex-libris competition organized by the Museum

of Ex-libris and Miniature Book of the International Union of Book-lovers and
the International Center of Arts «Glavny Prospect» was completed. This year's
free theme is «Chess in Ex-libris». Chess themes began to appear on ex-librises in
Europe at the beginning of the 17th century. The first chess ex-libris is considered
to be a miniature, made for the library of Gdansk bibliophile Bartolomeo Schachman
(1559-1614).
In Russia one of the first chess libraries was collected in the mid-1920s by
A.A. Sidorov (1891-1978), a world-renowned book specialist. The ex-libris for
this library was created by the artist N.P. Dmitrevsky in 1925. In the 20th century,
the chess theme was very popular among both Russian and foreign artists.
By announcing it as a free theme at the International Competition «Ex Libris-
Russia-2025», the jury expected a broad response among graphic artists.
Unfortunately, the results were very modest.
Thirty eight artists took part in the «Chess in Ex-Libris» nomination, submitting fifty
seven works. First prize went to Ekaterina Kryukova (Ekaterinburg, Russia), second
prize —to Wang Kun (China), and third prize —to Olga Tereshchenko (Belarus). The
winners were twelve artists from three countries. The catalog published following the
results of the competition features 37 works by 32 artists from three participating
countries.
